For many years, even long before I arrived as pastor in
2020, St Anthony’s has been blessed by the service of Dan
Hordesky and Lynn Kelch as parish trustees. Parish trus-
tees help with the legal governance of the parish as an ec-
clesiastical entity, along with the pastor, vicar general, and
Bishop. They assist and advise on the ‘temporalities’ of the
parish, meaning the financial and physical properties, etc.
This includes sitting on the finance council and signing for-
mal resolutions.

Peoria statues state that trustees ‘serve in five year terms
that are not ordinarily renewed more than twice.’ And, that
they submit their resignation after the new pastor is estab-
lished. Dan and Lynn have submitted their resignations af-
ter long, faithful service. I have accepted their resignations.

I am happy to announce that Suzanne Unser and Jared
Woiwode have agreed to serve as our new trustees. Jared
has served on the finance council for the last decade and
helps draft our parish budget every year. Suzanne served
as our ‘parish point of contact’ during the ‘Growing Disci-
ples’ process, and has been a servant leader at St Anthony
for many years. They are eager to serve in this new capaci-
ty and will do a great job!

I have asked Dan and Lynn to continue to serve on the par-
ish finance council, and they have graciously accepted.
Honestly, both of them are so active and involved in St An-
thony that on a practical level, little will change for them.
Their wisdom and care for the parish has been of invaluable
help to me and, before me, to Fr Dave. I am deeply grateful
to them and I continue to look forward to enjoying their
counsel and help, God willing, for years to come.
